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New conaete counters should cure at least seven (7) days or more before sealing. Read package
labd carefully and perform a small test-paich before sealing entire surface. Conaete surface
mug be clean, dry and free of any contaminants induding old wax and failing sealers. Wax or
polish should be stripped with a qudity item such as Glaze 'N Seal Stone Stripper or Heavy
Duty Cleaner. Old coding-type sealers (if peeling or damaged) should be removed with a
qudity item such as Glaze'N Seal Paint, Sealer and Coating Stripper.

Estimated coverage pe galon for thefirst coat - 150to 200 squae feet. Additiond coas will
add fifty-percent more coverage

Coaing-type seders will build protection and gloss with multiple, thin and even coas. Use a
lambs-wool applicator, brush or pant pad. Apply additiond coas untl the last coa does not
darken the appearance.

Pendrating-type sealers will not add gloss but will protect. Apply two liberal coats with a brush
or paint pad. Generaly, additiond coas will not affect appearance, but may leave a residueif
ove applied.

Routine Maintenance

Even AFTER sealing, the concrete countersare not indedructible.

Use coaders for glasesand hot pads for hot items Minor scratches should be removed
with non-abragve "Scotch Brite" pad

Do not place hot pars ard dishes(above 3000)on sealked surface.

Stain redstance to water-based spills, oils, food items, efc., is excellert; however, spills
should be removed assoon aspossible.

Coating-type seakrs will be etch-regstart to acidic itenms such as colas citrus juicesamnd
wine because of the film barrier. Peretrating seakrsdo not protectagainst etching.

Cleanthe seakd surfaceregularly with a soft cloth using diluted Glaze 'N Seal Neutral
Cleaner or Stone Cleaner. Rinse with a minimum of water and dry promptly. Soaps ard
detergents can leaw a film on the surface NEVER use alrasve clearers, bleach or
ammonia.

The use of GlazeON SeaDsAcrylic Floor Polish or a quality pase Carruba food safe wax
is optional asa sacrifi cial maintenance top coate . Not a silicone type product.

Reaply polish asneedd (remove arny old polish or wax first) before reapplying seakr.
